DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF A SPONSOR

Sponsorship, as referred to here, has no connection to the sponsorship in AA. Rather, it refers to the relationship, responsibilities and duties of that individual to the camper being sponsored and to his fellow campers and to Broken Neck Trout Campout as a whole.

By sponsoring someone, you are saying that this person is currently sober and has exhibited a desire to extend that sobriety; that this person can, and will, act in a socially acceptable manner; that he will not be disruptive to his fellow campers or to the Broken Neck Trout Campout; that he will not be disruptive to the other, outside campers not associated with Broken neck Trout Campout. 

By sponsoring someone, you are saying that you have briefed this person regarding his relationship to his fellow campers; his duties and obligations to BNTC as a new camper; and his obligation to help further the sobriety and enjoyment of the other campers.

By sponsoring someone, you are committing yourself to spend time with your sponsoree during the campout, making sure that he is kept informed regarding his duties and obligations to BNTC. You are accepting responsibility for his wellbeing and will be available to render any assistance necessary for his health, welfare and comfort.

If your sponsoree is under the age of 18, you must have a letter of authorization from his parent(s) or guardian specifically authorizing you to seek and authorize medical treatment for him.

In short, you are saying that your sponsoree will be an asset to BNTC and that he, and all campers, will have benefitted from his attendance at the Broken Neck Trout Campout.
